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Welcome  

This readiness test is designed to assess Australian students’ readiness to enter a Foundation level program 

(depending on the state or territory, named ‘Reception’, ‘Kindergarten’ ‘Pre-Primary’ or ‘Prep’). 

The curriculum content in this test is based on knowledge and skills needed for a student to commence 

learning mathematics at The Australian Curriculum’s Foundation level. 

Administration  

The test is to be conducted as a one-on-one interview by a competent adult such as a teacher or aide.  

Oral Questions sheets (Parts I & II)  

The tester asks the questions of one student at a time. Rephrase questions as necessary for the individual 

student to understand what is being asked, without leading him or her to the correct answer.  

Avoid waiting too long for a response, and break testing into two or more sessions if the student shows signs of 

fatigue or frustration. 

Part I: Oral Only with counters 

The first part of the pretest is designed to be administered with counters or blocks for counting activities. 

Teacher instructions are provided to guide students.  

Part II: Oral with Prompt Cards and cubes / counters and a bag 

The second part will require the use of the Foundation Cards.  

Assessment Rubrics (Parts I & II)  

Print one copy for each student. Use the rubric to record the student’s responses. Write margin notes to record 

notable misconceptions or errors that the student exhibits when answering questions.  

Prompt Cards  

Print for use in Part II of the test. They may be laminated for repeated use.
